The role forms part of a small, dedicated team of landscape rehabilitation specialists working across a range of aquatic and terrestrial sites within the NSW National Parks Estate. 
This breadth of responsibility provides members of the Landforms and Rehabilitation Unit the opportunity to learn from and exchange ideas with a diverse range of conservation practitioners, and to participate in programs at the cutting edge of public land management in NSW.

The specific purpose of the role is to provide high-level support to the Manager Landforms and Rehabilitation in planning, coordinating and delivering current and emerging NSW Government and NPWS initiatives including:
· Cost benefit analysis of coastal floodplains to determine preferred land use options. 

· Investigating the Blue Carbon potential of national parks including the role of wetland restoration or creation.
· Facilitating continuous improvement in NPWS field operations through adaptive, evidence-based land management across a range of environmental settings;

· Tree planting for carbon sequestration and biodiversity (including the preparation/oversight of environmental and cultural assessments and site management) settings. 

In addition to these focus areas the role will: 
· Support and help facilitate strategic partnerships for undertaking priority landscape rehabilitation projects on park including with local, state and Australian government agencies, non-government organisations and the private sector. 

	· Inform and advise Park Operation Branches on techniques and approaches to landscape rehabilitation based on accepted best practice and/or emerging science. 

· Identifying research opportunities to address knowledge gaps in the sustainable and adaptive management of NSW vegetation communities. 

· Manage or coordinate other projects as assigned by the Manager Landforms and Rehabilitation.
